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HISTORY LINK - THE BLITZ! 
The Blitz was a bombing campaign led by 
Germany against the United Kingdom during 
the Second World War. It lasted for eight 
months, from 7 September 1940 to 16 May 
1941. During this time much of London was 
destroyed and many lives were lost. The 
underground was used as shelter to keep 
people safe during attacks.
