	Reading Recovery Intervention, additional support in Y6

	After the initial success of the Reading Recovery Programme last year, it will continue with one child after Christmas and then four children after Easter.

Some of the RR principles will be transferred to Y6 small class to boost levels. 
	Teacher will provide additional support to children in year 6 to address misconceptions and boost levels.

A qualified teacher takes identified children for intensive daily reading support.

	Accelerated progress in reading, writing and maths.
Children will begin to fall in line with nationally expected levels.

	This lower ratio proved to be very effective in improving the % of children attaining the GDP level.  Ratio would normally be 1:15, but will be reduced to 1:6 in Nursery and 1:7.5 in Reception.
	The increased ratio will provide enhanced support for FSM children who are coming into school at levels lower than those expected for their age. Support will be predominantly in CLL and the ECAT programme – successfully implemented within the last couple of years and evidentially improving the GLD %. 
	An increase in the percentage of children reaching the ‘2’ (expected level) at the end of Reception.
There will be little difference between the number of FSM children and non FSM children making good progress and/or attaining the ‘expected’ levels for their age.

	Additional support in Y1

	The lower ratio proved to be effective in narrowing the gap between FSM and non FSM children last year and so will be repeated in September.
